The Consequences are highlighted below: 

 First Incident 
 No fee for lost/stolen or unintentional damage to laptop and letter to parents. 
 No fee for AC adapter replacement and parents contacted (phone contact 

acceptable). 
 Second Incident 

 $25 repair fee for accidental damage to laptop and letter to parents. 
 $100 fee for laptop replacement for stolen or non-repairable laptop and a 

parent/guardian meeting with principal required. 
 $20 fee for lost, stolen, or damaged AC adapter/battery replacement and letter to 

parents. 
 Subsequent Incidents 

 $25 repair fee for accidental damage to laptop and a parent/guardian meeting 
with principal. 

 $100 fee for laptop replacement for stolen or non-repairable laptop and a 
parent/guardian meeting with principal required. 

 $20 fee for lost, stolen, or damaged AC adapter/battery and letter to parents.
